Terms & Conditions of Membership

1. Membership — Memberships are not transferable. A member’s use of the All Seasons Tennis Club, Inc. (the “Club”) and its facilities is conditioned upon member’s
payment of Club charges then in effect for such use, which charges are subject to change at the Club’s discretion and without notice. Failure to pay such charges will
result in termination of membership. The Club does not have an initiation fee. Family memberships shall include only immediate family members identified hereon.

2. Court Reservation Policy — Individual courts may be booked up to seven days in advance, subject to availability. A current credit card must be on file to reserve a
court. This secures your reservation. You may pay in cash or by check or credit card when you arrive at the Club. Court reservations may be cancelled 48 hours before
the booked time without penalty. If you do not provide 48 hours notice to cancel or do not show up for your reserved time, your credit card will be charged for the full
time you have reserved a court. The Club reserves the right not to accept a booking if a member has a history of canceling previously booked courts.

3. Guests — The guest fee is $10 per court for a guest(s) to play tennis at the Club with a member, this fee is subject to change at the Club’s discretion and without notice.
Visiting teams are permitted to play under the terms of the sponsoring league rules, subject to their executing a form of waiver acceptable to the Club.

4.  Court Rates; Contract Court Rates — (a) Current, indoor/outdoor court rates are published at the Club premises. Court rates are subject to change at the Club’s
discretion and without notice. (b) The Club may offer Seasonal Contracts and members are permitted to book a court for the full Contract Season by completing the
contract reservation form and paying the appropriate contract fee then in effect.

5. Risks & Liabilities; Release — (a) The Club, in the absence of its gross negligence, will not be liable to any member or guest for personal injury or personal property
loss or damage. The undersigned is familiar with the risks and perils in all activities conducted at the Club, is aware of the risks of personal injury to him/herself when
undertaking such activities, and, in consideration of his/her membership in the Club, voluntarily assumes and thereby releases the Club, its owners, officers, agents and
employees in the absence of gross negligence from all risks of personal injury and/or personal property damage and/or loss associated with the undersigned’s
membership in the Club. (b) The Club recommends that all individuals receive a physical examination from their physician prior to participating in tennis or any other
physical activity at the Club. (c) Lockers and parking areas are provided solely for the benefit and convenience of members, and the Club does not represent that the
lockers and parking spaces provide adequate protection of valuables and/or other personal property.

6. Rule & Regulations; Courtesy & Safety — (a) Alcohol and smoking are not permitted on the premises. (b) Food and drink are only permitted in the viewing area &
reception, except that water and sports drinks are allowed on the courts. (c) Appropriate athletic clothing, including tops and shoes are required in the Club. Dark soles
and street shoes are not permitted on the courts. (d) Individuals not participating in lessons, contracts, or matches are not allowed on the courts, for their own safety,
except parents of juniors participating in such activities. () Member shall be responsible for (i) any damage to the Club premises or property, and (ii) ensuring
compliance with Club rules, by such member, the individuals listed on this application, and their guests. (f) The Club may alter or add to its rules and regulations
(“Additional Rules and Regulations”) at any time without notice and all persons using the Club facilities will be bound by such Additional Rules and Regulations
which are hereby incorporated herein by reference. (g) Cell phones are not permitted on the courts or in the locker rooms.

8.  Entire Agreement — This contract including any Additional Rules and Regulations hereafter in effect contains the entire understanding of the parties and may not be
modified except in writing by both parties, except that the Additional Rules and Regulations may be modified at any time by the Club without notice or consent of the
member. No other representations have been made to induce the undersigned to sign this contract. Employees and agents of the Club have no authority to make any
changes to this contract or to make any independent contract with the undersigned. This does not preclude the undersigned from entering into an arrangement with an
independent teaching professional who has an agreement with the Club to rent courts, provided that the Club shall not be liable for the acts or omission of, or bound by
any member’s arrangement with any such independent teaching professional. The Club requires teaching professionals to be USPTA or USPTR members.
